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In his commentary on the Ved�nta S™tra, ®aˆkara comments on s™tra II.i.14, “The non-difference of 
them (i.e., of cause and effect) results from such terms as ‘origin’ and the like.”  Explain the main 
issue in dispute, that Brahman is supposed to be the cause of the world and yet not different from it.    
Then show how ®aˆkara defended this claim.  Next, consider what you think are the main objections 
to the claim and how ®aˆkara defended himself against these objections.
